Tottenham Central School will transition to the new NSW Public Schools’ finance system and a new
bank account on 4 September 2017.

To ensure a smooth transition, there will be changes to the way we accept payments from parents

and carers.

Cash and cheque payments: Between 30 August 2017 and 5 September 2017, we will not be
abkle to accept payments by cash or cheque as we prepare to close our current bank account
and transition to the new one. Please ensure that you have made any outstanding cash or
cheque payments before 30 August 2017. From 5 September 2017, cash and cheque
payments will be accepted as before.

Online payments: As of 4 September 2017, we will begin to accept online payments using the
Cepartment of Education’s Parent Online Payment {POP} system. A button to access this
online payment system titled ‘S Make a Payment’ will be visible on the utility bar on the front
page of our school’s website at www.tottenham-c.schools.nsw.edu.gu. By selecting this link,
parents and carers will be taken to a secure Westpac QuickWeb payment page, from which
they can make online payments.

Flease note: As a Westpac-hosted solution, cardholder and account details will be held securely,

helping

to protect the school and its customers from fraudulent transactions as well as assisting in

meeting the Payment Card Industry Data Security Standard {PCIDSS} compliance requirements.

The National Assessment Program — Literacy and Numeracy (NAPLAN) is an annual

national assessment for students in Years 3, 5, 7 and 9. Planning has begun to move
NAPLAN from a pen and paper assessment to an online assessment.

What are the benefits of NAPLAN
Online?

Results will be faster and more precise

* Your child’s individual results will be returned to you within
just a few weeks of the NAPLAN testing.

¢ Online assessment will reduce the time it takes to mark and
provide feedback to schools, teachers and parents.

*  Improved precision and timing of results will help teachers
to tailor their teaching more specifically to address students’
learning needs.

Tailored tests will provide better assessment

+ The online format allows for “tailored testing’, where the
test adapts to a student’s performance and asks questions
that match their achievement level.

*  Students in each year level start with the same set of
questions which can then branch into a different set of
questions based on their responses to the first set of
questions.

+  This means that students will be directed to questions that
may be easier or more challenging depending on their
responses.

+  This test design will allow students to better demonstrate
their literacy and numeracy skills.

+  Students find online assessment is more engaging*, which
means they are encouraged to persist longer and try harder.

* Research by the Australian Curriculum, Assessment and Reporting
Authority (ACARA) into online assessment has shown that students
have engaged well with electronic tests.

NAPLAN Online School
Readiness Test

NSW schools will participate in a school readiness
test between 14 August and 22 September 2017.

The schouol readiness test is a “practice run’ for schools to
assess their technology ahead of NAPLAN Online. The
readiness test is not an assessment of student ability. The
readiness test allows schools to:

*  become familiar with the NAPLAN Online test format and
processes

*  check whether they have the technical capacity, rooms and
devices to administer NAPLAN Online

*  provide students in NAPLAN years 3, 5, 7 and 9 with the
opportunity to experience the online test question types
and format by completing a practice NAPLAN online test.

Frequently asked questions

Which students will participate in the NAPLAN
Online School Readiness Test?

Students in Years 3, 5, 7 and 9 will participate.

How should | prepare my child for the NAPLAN
Online School Readiness Test?

Your child will not need any academic preparation for the
school readiness test. This is not a test of their literacy and
numeracy skills, but an opportunity for them to experience
the online test format and for their school to assess its online
testing capability.

How long is the school readiness test?

The school readiness test is expected to include two
assessments: a writing assessment* and a combined
numeracy/literacy assessment. The duration of each
assessment will be approximately 40 minutes.

* Year 3 students wilf only be expected to complete the

combined numeracy/literacy assessment.

When will my school participate in the readiness
test?

One week within the test period in August and September wyill
be identified for each school to conduct readiness testing.

How will students be prevented from using the
internet or spellcheckers when completing the test?

The NAPLAN Online assessment platform will have state-of-
the-art security protections. The assessment is delivered inside
a locked-down browser. This ensures students cannot access
the internet or spellcheckers while completing the test.

Will schools and parents be provided with
information on the results of the readiness test?

There will be feedback to schools about the technical
information gained from the readiness testing. There will be
no reporting of student test results from the readiness test.

Announcing the annual Trangie Junior Judging Day- to be held on the first Monday of
the public school holidays at the Trangie Agricultural Research Station.

RANGIE JUNIOR JUPGING

This year the Trangie Junior Judging Day’s program includes seven sections: Beef Cattle,
Merino Sheep, Meat Sheep (Border Leicesters and Poll Dorsets), Merino Fleeces, Cotton,
Grains and Angora & Mohair! The format of the day is set up so that each competitor
participates in all judging sections within their age group: Seniors- 15 to 24 years, Juniors- 10
to 15 years, and Sub-Juniors- Under 10 years, who may have a parent fo help them.

The facilities at the NSW DPI's Trangie Ag Research Centre (TARC) will again be generously
be available, a few km west of Trangie township on the Mitchell Highway. At theTARC's Cattle
Section there is a perfect open grassy area with yards and plenty room for the many competitors.
The Trangie Judging Day draws keen competitors from the not only the Trangie district but
surrounding areas as well- often from Warren, Narromine, Nyngan, Nevertire, Tottenham,
Parkes, Dubbo, Gilgandra, Gulargambone and Orange districts. Over many years the winners of
the Senior section (15 to 24 years) at Trangie have gone on o win competitions at regional and
then state level (at Sydney's Royal Easter Show) after gaining valuable experience from at the
Trangie Judging Day. Many of the experienced overjudges for each section have been Judges and
Stewards at Sydney and numerous local shows.

Sub-Junior and Junior groups are given a judging overview in each section to boost their
knowledge before judging each class. This year Sub-Juniors will participate in a learning session
rather than the competition of the older age groups. Older competitors have a chance of seeing
their name engraved on silver trophies with a long history, many dating back to the 1940's, with
Trangie district identities’ names still visible as previous Junior Judging Champions. This year
NSW FARMERS will be donating cash prizes for the pointscore winners.

The full day's program starts with registration at 8.30am, ot the Cattle Section at the Trangie
Ag Research Centre. The entry fee for the day is $15 per competitor, which includes a BBQ
lunch, while extra snacks and drinks will be on sale too. Organisers (and the kids!) rely on
competitors’ parents kindly providing a home-baked slice, cake or packet of bikkies for morning
tea. Don’t forget your winter woollies as it WILL BE COLD! All competitors are to bring their own
clipboard and pen, and any parents able to stay and help would be greatly appreciated.
